4. Course Description and Design

Delivery Mode: blended

An introduction to the discipline of Medical Biophysics is developed through lectures on key
introductory concepts and techniques used in Medical Biophysics research, real-world research
seminars given by faculty members, and interactive in-class activities. Research areas include
ultrasound, computed tomography, magnetic resonance imaging, molecular imaging, positron
emission tomography, cancer radioligand therapy, medical physics for radiation therapy, and
musculoskeletal biophysics.

Unless you have either the requisites for this course or written special permission from your Dean to
enroll in it, you may be removed from this course and it will be deleted from your record.
